	PRIVATE 
What You Need To Do


You must register or licence your premises with Aberdeen City Council under the Manufacture and Storage of Explosives Regulations 2005 and comply with the storage requirements specified in the associated Approved Code of Practice and guidance (L139).

Sales of Fireworks must then comply with the Pyrotechnic Articles (Safety) Regulations 2010, or before 4th July 2013, the Fireworks (Safety) Regulations 1997 and the Fireworks Regulations 2004.

	PRIVATE 
Storage Requirements For Keeping Fireworks


The storage requirements are specified in the associated Approved Code of Practice and guidance and include excluding sources of ignition, keeping in closed transport packaging, using suitable storage and display cabinets and restricting access and entry to the storage.

The person storing must carry out a risk assessment and identify measures to control the risks identified, including the quantities stored in areas where people work or gather, prohibition of smoking, excluding sources of ignition, excluding other chemicals or hazardous substances etc.

The spread of fire can be controlled by the use of storage cupboards or cabinets, using ISO transport containers or building a structural partition between the store and the rest of the premises.

Requirements Of The Pyrotechnic Articles (Safety) Regulations 2010,  Fireworks (Safety) Regulations 1997 & Fireworks (Safety) (Amendment) Regulations 2004


a)
Age of Purchase

Category 2 and 3 fireworks must not be supplied to persons under 18 years old.


Category 1 fireworks e.g. caps, cracker snaps, party poppers, novelty matches, serpents and throw downs must not be supplied to persons under 16 years old.

b)
The following fireworks must not be supplied to the general public:

i)
An aerial wheel.


ii)
Bangers, flash banger or double banger 
iii) Jumping crackers
iv)
Jumping ground spinnners.


v)
Spinnners 

vi)
Mini rockets 

vii)
Shot tubes (previously known as air bombs or shell in mortars).


viii)
A battery containing bangers, flash bangers or double bangers

ix)
A combination which includes one or more bangers, flash bangers or double bangers

c)
Other Measures

i)
Sparklers to carry additional warning:-  “Warning: not to be given to children under 5 years of age”


ii)
Fireworks must not be removed and supplied from selection packs or primary packs 

iii) Fireworks not suitable for general public must bear a warning “This device must not be sold to, or used by a member of the general public”.

iv) The maximum noise level of fireworks must not exceed 120 decibels at the safety distance. 
	PRIVATE 
Requirements Of The Fireworks Regulations 2004


a)
A notice at least 297 x 420mm (A3) must be prominently displayed, in any premises where fireworks are supplied, stating that “IT IS ILLEGAL TO SUPPLY ADULT FIREWORKS OR SPARKLERS TO ANYONE UNDER 18, AND IT IS ILLEGAL FOR ANYONE UNDER 18 TO POSSESS ADULT FIREWORKS IN A PUBLIC PLACE”. 
b)
Suppliers are required to inform the Trading Standards Service, and keep records for three years, if over 50 Kg net explosive content of fireworks are supplied in a single transaction, and provide details of 

i) the name and address of the person who supplied him

ii) the name and address of the person he supplied

iii) the date of supply

iv) the total quantity of explosive supplied.

c)
Adult fireworks cannot be supplied outwith the periods from 15 October to 10 November, 26 to 31 December, the first day of the Chinese New year and the three days immediately preceding this, and the first day of Dewali and the three days immediately preceding this, unless in addition to the current registration or licence in accordance with the Manufacture & Storage of Explosives Regulations 2005, a licence under the provisions of The Fireworks Regulations 2004 has been applied for, the statutory fee of £500 paid, and licence issued by this Service.

	PRIVATE 
What Are The Different Categories Of Fireworks?


The Pyrotechnic Articles (Safety) Regulations 2010 gives specification for all types of fireworks but as a broad guide:-

Category 1
Very low hazard, negligible noise level including fireworks intended for use inside domestic buildings
Category 2
Low hazard, low noise level, intended for use outdoors in relatively confined areas.
Category 3
Medium hazard, intended for outdoor use in large open areas. Noise level not harmful to human health
Category 4
Fireworks are not intended for sale to the general public, only for persons with specialist knowledge (professional use).
	PRIVATE 
How Can We Identify Fireworks?


British Standard 7114 requires certain markings to be on all fireworks:

Category 1
Fireworks:- should be marked “Fireworks suitable for indoor use”

Category 2
Fireworks:- should be marked “Garden fireworks” (there is an exception for sparklers)

Category 3
Fireworks:- should be marked “Display fireworks”

Category 4
Fireworks:- should be marked “This device must not be sold to, or used by, a member of the general public”.

In addition there are requirements for warnings, instructions and specified names of fireworks that have to be included in the markings on the fireworks.
